Tall Ship race 2008
SIX of Her Majesty’s warships will be part of one of the most spectacular sights ever witnessed on the River Mersey on Monday, July 21 – the Tall Ships' Race 2008.

The Royal Navy and Royal Fleet Auxiliary ships HMS Argyll, RFA Lyme Bay, minehunter HMS Grimsby, patrol vessel HMS Mersey and P2000’s HMS Ranger and HMS Blazer, began arriving on the Mersey yesterday.  

Another 60 vessels have started arriving on the River Mersey, with the majority of the larger Class ‘A’ Tall Ships will moor in the Wellington Docks – two miles north of the Albert Docks. Approximately 800,000 people are expected to see them.

The event officially opens at 12noon with activities until 10pm on Friday. Celebrations run from 10am to 10pm on Saturday and Sunday. Liverpool's Tall Ships celebrations climax from 2-4.30pm on Monday, July 21 when the fleet gather for the spectacular Parade of Sail, led by the Royal Navy frigate HMS Argyll.
