Winterton Coastguard, Hemsby broads rescue and Rescue Helicopter 125 were tasked to assist in the rescue of an unknown number of persons  in the water. A search was conducted of the area and Hemsby Rescue quickly located the dingy. After the dinghy was found with no persons with it an intensive search was carried out in the area for persons in the water. Further investigations revealed that the sole occupant of the vessel had made it back ashore safely and was warming herself up in the bath not knowing that all this commotion was going on outside. She had swam ashore and gone home to clean up so  all units were stood down.


Few days later a call was made to MRCC Yarmouth from the lady who had the eventful day, Charlotte Eve. She  wanted to show her appreciation to everyone who helped her on that day by hosting a charity gig. The money that will be raised on the night will be given to the organisations who assisted in her rescue. The Coastguard Association and Hemsby Broads Rescue, both registered charities will benefit from a night of song,  music and great coffee.
