The nudists wanted an uninhibited passage but were read a statement by police prior to embarking on their walk. It warned them that they faced arrest if they failed to clothe themselves when told do to so by officers who would be patrolling the path.


A spokesman from the coastguard said: "We heard there were naturists doing a walk.And we were glad there were no accidents because we wouldn't have known where to put the strops if they'd fallen.”
