A planning application has now been submitted to Gosport Borough Council for the building of a replacement for the existing MRCC at Lee on the Solent. As well as meeting other MCA operational requirements such as disaster recovery and data management.
The new MRCC will be co-located with the helicopter base at the MCA Daedalus site and will be a state of the art build that will not only accommodate the staff from Solent MRCC but will provide a base for the local Coastguard Rescue Team, as well as incorporating a new Communications mast to which existing aerials will be transferred.
John Morphew, Senior Responsible Officer (SRO) for this project said:
"We will be working with all parties who have an interest in the project – especially operational users – and look forward to taking the building of the Centre forward."
