The 39-year-old Polish man plummeted onto rocks and bushes after the grass gave way at Seaton in Devon on Sunday afternoon.

Rescue crews were called to the scene to try and evacuate the victim but he was declared dead at the scene. 

Portland coastguard manager Maddy Davey confirmed the man had been posing for a photograph while holding onto grass at the top of the cliff. She said: "The grass gave way and he was seen by some tourists on scene to fall down the sheer face of the cliffs and land in bushes at the bottom."

The man was travelling with a Polish group and his next of kin are being traced by police. The death follows that of another man, thought to be Russian, who fell from cliffs as he walked with friends at Capel-le-Ferne near Folkestone, Kent, also on Sunday afternoon. 

Peter Legg, Dover Coastguard Senior Watch Manager said: "The man, who is a foreign national, apparently slipped down the grassy area at the top of the cliffs and then disappeared. There is a shelf at the top and then a sheer drop.

"We frequently warn people about walking too close to the cliff edges and today's incident appears to be the sad result of this very activity."

Three Coastguard rescue teams from Deal, Folkestone and Langdon were sent to the scene as well as Kent fire and rescue service and helicopter from RAF Watisham. The victim's body was recovered from the bottom of cliffs. A doctor from the air ambulance pronounced the man dead at the scene. 

The cliff where the second man fell was a sheer drop of around 300ft in an area that is popular with walkers. 

A Kent Police spokeswoman said the fall was being treated as an accident and the coroner has been informed.The deaths have led to the Maritime and Coastguard Agency issuing a warning to walkers. Ms Davey added: "Please do not walk too close to cliff edges. Stay on the marked cliff paths - they are there for a reason.

"Often, despite appearances, they can be unstable and crumbly, as well as being slippery when wet."

The New vehicle for rescues

COASTGUARD rescue teams on the Solway Firth have been boosted by a new all-terrain vehicle to assist them in low tide.

The Argocat, which came into operation last weekend, is being used following tests carried out by the Maritime Coastguard Agency to establish the best vehicles to use for rescues at low tide in the area. The 20-year-old boat which served the Burgh by Sands station was removed last June after it failed a health and safety inspection.

At the time, Carlisle MP Eric Martlew met with the area’s chief coastguard, Rod Johnson, and Jim Fitzpatrick, the Minister of Transport Responsibilities for the Marine Coastguard, to discuss future search and rescue provisions in the area. 
And now Mr Fitzpatrick has assured Mr Martlew that the new Argocat will deliver a more effective search and rescue provision in low tides and will improve the service formerly offered by the boat.

Mr Martlew is now due to meet with Mr Johnson and members of the Burgh-by-Sands Coastguard rescue team so that they can explain first hand how the new arrangements will work.A wider consultation into local search and rescue provisions is continuing and, once complete, will be independently evaluated by the UK Search and Rescue Strategic Committee and its operator groups.
