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Wreck finds

These clay pipes were recovered from the wreck of the LOANDA which sank in 1908 after colliding with the Russian steamship JUNONA in the English Channel. She was carrying hundreds of cases of Gin, Rum, Champagne and barrels of gunpowder along with crates of newly minted shillings. 
Divers have regularly reported clay pipes from this wreck including the two shown above which fashionably featured the face of Tod Sloan, a legendary Jockey and celebrity of the time. His name is associated with the origin of the saying, “On your Tod” as he was so famous in his day that “Tod Sloan” was used as cockney rhyming slang for “on your own”.
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
